To take part in it, you should follow the
requirements given below:

® be a student of a Law Department, full day form of
study, any Ukrainian university, starting from year 4
of study.

m prepare and submit an application form for participation
in the Competition (see Application Form page), a copy
of the student’s record book for all years of study and a
paper on one of the topics given below before
04 July 2011 to Marketing Department of DLA Piper
Ukraine LLC, 77A Chervonoarmiyska Street, 4 floor,
Kyiv 03150.

Possible topics of the paper (for your choice):
I. Tax and legal issues of corporate reorganization.

2. Legal aspects of attracting financing for Ukrainian
business.

3. Correlation between civil law agreements and
employment relationships within the frames of
changes in Ukrainian legislation.

4. Problems of recognition and enforcement of foreign
judicial and arbitration rulings in Ukraine.

5. International distribution agreements: theory and
practice.

6. Pros and cons of use of model FIDIC contracts in
Ukraine.

7. Bona fide purchaser of real estate: analysis of
practical application of Ukrainian legislation.

8. Legal regulation of exploitation of alternative
energy sources (inter alia, green tariff regulation) in
Ukraine and other countries.

9. Public-Private Partnership (PPP). Legal regulation
in Ukraine and abroad. Proposals for improving the
legislation of Ukraine.

Requirements to the papers submitted*:

m Papers should be submitted in two versions — English
and Ukrainian — three copies of each version, printed
double-sided.

m All papers (every copy) must have a maximum of |5 pages
or up to 4,000 words, including executive summary.

m All papers must be prepared in Times New Roman
font, size 14, 1.5 line spacing.

m All papers must have clear headings and subheadings,
and include the following parts: title page, contents,
introduction, main part, conclusions, list of literature
used (bibliography), and executive summary of the

paper (one page).

Evaluation Procedure

All entries will be evaluated, and winners will be chosen
in several stages. At pre-selection stage DLA Piper will
shortlist the 20 best papers. At the final selection stage
DLA Piper and the Judging Panel of the Competition will
select four finalists, and will then conduct oral interviews
with them as part of the award process.

Prizes**
The following prizes will be awarded:

First Prize: International Scholarship Award
A two-week traineeship to be based in DLA Piper office
in London (UK).

Second Prize: Regional Scholarship Award
A two-week course of practice in the Moscow office of
DLA Piper (Russian Federation).
